In California

•	 In California and most other states, persons who are on probation are 
eligible to register and vote in local, state, and national elections. 

•	 If you have been convicted of a felony but are out of prison and off pa-
role, you can vote. 

•	 You can vote if you have been convicted of a misdemeanor.
